Testing religious claims 

(OT)
I Kings 18: 16-39

“How long will you waver between 

two opinions?  If the LORD is 

God, follow him.  If Baal is God, 

follow him.”



The test: make a dead cow 

spontaneously combust



Baal prophets

• sincerity

• effort

• intense spirituality

• personal sacrifice

Losers

Elijah

•terrible technique

•low energy

•weak spirituality

Winner



The wrong way

1.Do what feels right 
religiously.

2.Initiate frantic activity.

3.If #2 fails, step up frantic 
activities.



Then they called on the name of Baal from 

morning till noon.  “O Baal, answer us!” 

they shouted.  But there was no response; 

no one answered. And they danced 

around the altar they had made…

So they shouted louder and slashed 

themselves with swords and spears, as 

was their custom, until their blood flowed.



Midday passed, and they continued 

their frantic prophesying until the time 

for the evening sacrifice.  But there 

was no response, no one answered, 

no one paid attention.

The right way

1.Investigate God’s 
resume.

2.Meet him personally.

3.Entrust your situation to 
him.



Elijah took twelve stones…built an altar 

in the name of the LORD…then he 

said to them, “…pour [water] on the 

offering and the wood.”  

-I Kings 18: 36-39



At the time of the sacrifice, the prophet 
Elijah stepped forward and prayed:  “O 
LORD, God of Abraham, Isaac and Israel, 
let it be known today that you are God in 
Israel and that I am your servant and have 
done all these things at your command.

“Answer me, O LORD, answer me, so these 
people will know that you are God, and 
that you are turning their hearts back 
again.”

-I Kings 18: 36-39

Evaluating the method

1. Does it line up with reality?

2. Does it work?



Testing religious claims (NT)

1.  Physical evidence



2.  Eyewitness testimony
What I received I passed on to you as of first 

importance:  that Christ died for our sins 

according to the Scriptures, that he was buried, 

that he was raised on the third day according to 

the Scriptures, and that he appeared to Peter, 

and then to the Twelve.  

After that he appeared to more than five hundred 

of the brothers at the same time, most of whom 

are still living….Then he appeared to James, 

then to all the apostles, and last of all he
